This contract is binding and enforceable for the 2011 season, between the following parties:

and

Preliminaries
The Officiating Association, as part of Hockey Tasmania/Southern Competitions (SCOA), values and respects the role of officials in providing a safe and enjoyable framework for participants to enjoy the sport of hockey.  SCOA believes that all officials should be entitled to that respect from coaches, players and spectators, and should be empowered to take appropriate action if this is not forthcoming.  This is fundamental to the operation of our sport, especially since most officiating is done on a voluntary basis.
SCOA is committed to developing the number and standard of officials, and see one of the primary roles as facilitating this outcome.  This contract has been developed partly with this in mind – to provide the umpire with some value, and to increase the number of people able to assist developing umpires.

The Contract
SCOA agrees to:

1) Certify umpires wishing to be accepted into the “Contract” scheme.  This would involve SCOA observing the applicant on a minimum of two occasions and reporting back to the applicant.  Please Note: Most A Pool umpires from 2010 will be deemed to have fulfilled this requirement already.  It is proposed that a system of formal accreditation will be developed in the future to ensure consistency.
2) Provide the Certified Umpire with a suitable marked polo top or equivalent to distinguish them as an “Certified A Pool Umpire”.  Please note: It is hoped to have these tops (with the umpires name on the back) organized as soon as practical, however it does depend on time and some outside sponsorship.
3) Provide the Certified Umpire with the latest Rule Book, and also a whistle and set of cards if required.

4) Provide the Certified Umpire with a discount of $50 off their normal Club subscriptions. (This will be increased to $100 if sponsorship can be secured)
5) Provide the Certified Umpire with a season gate pass (currently valued at $48).

The Certified Umpire agrees to:

1) Attend any briefings held by the Officiating Association concerning general administration or rule interpretations etc (expected to be a maximum of two per season).

2) Be available to “mentor” another umpire on a minimum of two occasions (above their normal umpiring duties) during the season as part of the planned umpire development program.

3) Be available to umpire a minimum of 5 normal roster games, and also be available to officiate in finals.

4) Read and sign the attached code of conduct.
5) Notify The Officiating Association in ample time frame (to be determined) of unavailability to umpire, even when not playing.
